Complete the e-
Notice form on the municipal website (townshipsofheadclaramaria.ca) and return it to the munici-
pal office. Once registered, you will automatically receive you property tax bills by email as soon as it
is created. The service is FREE to you.

New payment options:

Credit card payments are now being accepted at the municipal office and on the township web-
site for property taxes, tipping fees and building permits.

Please be advised: When making a credit card payment at the municipal office, there will be a
convenience fee of 2.65% and a 3% fee for online payments.

We are now offering pre-authorized debit payments for property taxes ONLY. If you would like
to register for this service, please submit a PAD Authorization form, along with a void

cheque. Both forms are available on our website (townshipsofheadclaramaria.ca) or at the mu-
nicipal office. You will receive an email notice that the payment will be automatically be with-
drawn from your bank account. This is a FREE service available to you.

All previous payment options will continue to be available to you as well.

if you would like to make a donation to our Homecoming Weekend Event, please visit the municipal
website and click on Donation Link. For all donations of $10 or more, we will issue a Charitable Tax
Receipt for you to claim on your next tax return. When making a donation to HCM, there will be no
convenience fee.
