The bag tags have served their purpose in creating awareness of reducing waste and improving recycling 

rates. The majority of our users have proven their understanding of the need to prolong the life of our landfill 

sites. Please keep in mind that the regulation of 1 bag per week for each household and 4 bags per week for 

business is still in force.  

We certainly have been missing our usual annual Recreation and Library Board events. At this time last year, I 

was congratulating our volunteers on their successful Christmas Market, Card Party fundraisers and the chil-

dren’s Halloween Party. Despite the pandemic, I know the strong spirit of volunteerism lives on in HCM and that 

these activities will be back better than ever when we are able to do so safely. 

My thanks to the Public Works Advisory Committee who have been able to continue their meetings while follow-

ing public health guidelines. I have been lucky enough to accompany this “rowdy” group on road tours of our mu-

nicipality from parks to landfill sites, cemeteries to boat launches and more. I am very grateful for their volunteer 

efforts to make our community a better place.
