The last
thing we want to do is to
jeopardize our status and
clamp down yet again on
the economy, or possibly
implement more stringent
rules in the neighbour-
hood of Barry’s Bay com-

pared to elsewhere in
RCD,”

“This is concerning as it
will be a challenge with
forecasts of a third wave
driven by COVID-19 vari-
ants that are more infec-
tious and spread quicker
than the original strains
of the virus. Constant at-
tention needs to be paid
to masking, distancing
and proper hygiene.
Moreover, what stands
out amongst the latest
cases is the number of
contacts and the addition-
al spread. COVID-19 is a
very social virus, especial-
ly the new strains and it
goes without saying that
we need strict adherence
to our household and
workplace contacts to
limit the spread,” states
Dr. Cushman.
